
By public transport  From Frankfurt central station take the S-Bahn train S1 or S2, or from Wiesbaden central station take the S-Bahn train S1
to the station Bahnhof Höchst. Transfer to bus line 53 or 54 and get off at the stop Jahrhunderthalle. Alternatively, take the S-Bahn train S1
or S2 to the station Farbwerke/Jahrhunderthalle. Transfer to bus line 54 and get off at the stop Jahrhunderthalle; it takes about 8 minutes
to walk from the train station to Jahrhunderthalle. Public transport information: www.rmv.de

By plane  Take a taxi from Frankfurt International Airport to Jahrhunderthalle; this takes approximately 15 minutes or take the S-Bahn train
from the Regiobahnhof (station for local trains) to Frankfurt central station and then as above.

By car  From Frankfurt: Follow the A66 Frankfurt–Wiesbaden, take the exit Kelkheim. From there, follow the signs to Jahrhunderthalle. From
the North (Kassel, Hamburg): Follow the A5 until the Autobahn junction Nordwestkreuz; turn onto the A66 direction Wiesbaden. Take the exit
Kelkheim. From there follow the signs to Jahrhunderthalle. From the West (Cologne, Bonn, Wiesbaden): Follow the A3 until the Autobahn
junction Wiesbadener Kreuz; turn onto the A66 direction Frankfurt. Take the exit Zeilsheim. From there follow the signs to Jahrhunderthalle.
From the South (Darmstadt, Heidelberg or Munich, Würzburg): Follow the A3, at the junction Frankfurter Kreuz turn onto the A5 direction
Kassel. At the junction Westkreuz turn onto the A648 direction Wiesbaden and then onto the A66 direction Wiesbaden. Take the exit Kelkheim/
Jahrhunderthalle. From there follow the signs to Jahrhunderthalle. At the Jahrhunderthalle ample parking space is available.
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
